BIOE 183 Assignment 5 Annotated Bibliography

Due: in class, Oct 26
Prepare an annotated bibliography with 5 or more peer-reviewed papers (they must be published papers from a peer-reviewed journal). Ask your advisor to help you select a few (2-3) papers to begin your search. These should be papers that he/she feels lay the foundation for the research question you are addressing. Start by reading and summarizing/synthesizing these papers (see below).  Then, begin following the paper trail…. Forward and backward.  To do this, you can use GoogleScholar, Web of Science, or Pubmed to look up papers that are cited AND papers that have cited the work since its publication.  

An annotated bibliography is a summary/evaluation of a paper/book and facilitates understanding what has been done and what still needs to be done (i.e., why your work is important). Your annotations should include the following, in bullet point form (use the outline below):
· Summarize/Evaluate: What is the question the paper addresses? What do they conclude? How far do they generalize their result? What evidence is presented in support of this answer? How was study done (study system, experimental design)? Are there alternative explanations that are also consistent with their data? Do you believe their answer/conclusions? Why/Why not? What are limitations of study? What future directions do they suggest or are clear from results/conclusions?
· Relevance to your work: Once you've summarized and assessed a source, you need to ask how it fits into your research. Does it help you shape your argument? How can you use this source in your research project? Has it changed how you think about or carry out your project?
